Their invigorating acts involve turning 

the sommelier’s white towel to a long flowing fabric, bunches of flowers to be sculpted into a gi-

ant headpiece, the silver dome covering a plate revealing a miniature grand piano instead of a 

steaming dish. Each performance includes different guests and settings, allowing them to unfold 

the performance in a poetic and humorous way, exploring the boundaries between the ordinary 

and the extraordinary.
